7. Thereafter, in 1961, the State of Texas placed or caused or permitted the Ten
Commandments monument to be placed on the grounds of the State Capitol of Texas
where it remains today.

8. The State Preservation Board, an agency of the State of Texas, was created by an Act
of the Legislature in 1983. V.T.C.A., Government Code, Sec. 443.001 et seq. The
Board is vested with and exercises broad éuthority over the Capitol Grounds including

the continuing display and maintenance of the Ten Commandments monument.
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
